A) Install PVC Tubes

B) Install Flotation Rods

D) ASSEMBLE HOSE
The maximum allowable flow in the HotPod is 55 gpm. If
pump tries to push more water than 55 gpm through the
HotPod, pump could make noise.
Discs have been included with the HotPod that can be
installed in the hose connector to reduce system’s flow. See
Figure D.
Use the chart below to help you choose which disk to use on
system. Since every in-ground swimming pool is unique, you
may have to test a few discs before finding the right one.

E) HOTPOD INSTALLATION

E1) Place HotPod into swimming pool. Stretch supply hose across
pool so that there are no kinks in it. WITH PUMP OFF, slip hose
connector (with disc in it) onto the fitting adapter installed into wall of
the pool.

E2) While someone holds onto free end of hose and points it
down into HotPod, another person should start pump. Continue
filling it until water covers jets on the inside of HotPod.

E3) Once jets are submerged, connect free end of hose to fitting
on HotPod.

F) OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS
The HotPod suction valve has two labelled settings,
RECIRE and FILL.
RECIRC: Only water from the HotPod is circulatad. The
water temperatura in the HotPod will increase as long a5
the heater remsains on.
FILL: Only watar fram tha swimming poal is circulsted.
The HaotPod will fill with water from the pool and will only
e slightly warmer than the pool water. |t is normal for
tha HotPod to evantually ovarflow in this setting.
TRAMSITION: Set the valve between RECIRC and FILL
to contral or maintain the temperature of watar in the
HaotPod. Typically, tha vakwe will be satte RECIRE during
normal cperation.

G) HOTPOD DISCONNECT
Tha HotPod should be dsconnectad from the swimming
pool's recirculatory systern when not in use.
FOLLOW THESE STEPS IM ORDER:
1. Disconnact vacuurm hosa fram swimming pool's suction
fiting or skimmer.
2. Disconnact vasuum hosa from HotPod.
3. Disconnact the supply hose from the swimming pool's
wall fitting.
4. Disconnect supphly hose from HotPod.
5. Remove wall fitting cap on the second wall fitting if
applicabla.

H) HOTPOD REMOVAL
Tao remowva the HotPod from thea pool:
1. Disconnect supply hose from wall connector and
then from HotPod. (See "HOTPOD DISCOMMECT®
secton).
2. In arder to lighten the load, set valve to "RECIRC” and
wait for HetPod to emphy.
