Installation Instructions

Your pool is designed for years of pleasurable, safe family fun. But 
when used incorrectly, a swimming pool can be dangerous. To en-
sure your pool is used safely, you MUST observe the following 
safety precautions: 
¶ Do not dive! Do not jump! No rough play! No running or push-

ing! 
¶ Do not walk on top rail. It can be slippery & is not a walkway. 
¶ Be sure to install all safety labels provided with your pool ac-

cording to the instructions. 
¶

¶ Post near all entrances to the pool area a list of phone numbers 

of the: 
¶ Nearest available police 
¶ Nearest available fire department 
¶ Nearest available rescue unit 
¶ 911 emergency number if available 
¶ Nearest ambulance service 
¶ Nearest available hospital 
¶ Nearest  available physician 

¶ Provide fencing or enclosure that is independent of the house as 
a closure around the entire pool area. The fence must be made 
of durable material to make pool inaccessible to toddlers and 
uninvited guests. 

¶ Make sure gate is always closed. Be sure to follow local build-

ing code requirements for load capacity and fencing. 
¶ Check with your local town for any special laws in your locale. 
¶ Never drink alcoholic beverages or use any intoxicants, which 

could hinder your judgment or reflexes. 
¶ Never use pool alone. All children must be supervised continu-

ously. 
¶ Do not use pool if bottom is not clearly visible: At night suffi-

sponsibility to provide adequate lighting for pool bottom, safety 
signs and walkways, which exceed the standards of EIS of 
North America. 

¶ Do not climb, stand or sit on any pool structure or filter system. 
Components such as the filtration system, pumps, and heater 
must be positioned so as to prevent their being used as a means 
of access to the pool by young children. 

¶ Be sure that all toys, chairs and tables or similar objects that a 
young child could climb on are at least 4 feet away from pool. 

¶ Do not use pool during electrical or rain storms.

Install the 
fence post caps. (using an adhesive will secure caps). Measure between the two 
fence posts from center line to center line as per (fig. 2). Actually measure be-
tween each section as you work your way around pool to eliminate any vari-
ances. Cut two fence channels to the exact length you measured. Cut equal 
amounts off each end of fence channel to insure balanced spacing of pickets. 
Important, it is better to be a little long then to be short as you can always trim 

 

Assemble the fence section by 
placing the pickets into the 
lower fence channel,. Then 
take the upper channel and 
starting from one end push the
channel over each picket one 
at a time until all pickets are 
held in place (fig. 4). Check to
make sure every hole has a 
picket. 

Place assembled section into 
the pre-cut holes on the fence 
posts as per (fig. 5). Repeat 
this process around entire
pool.

Use #8 screws to secure fence
channels to fence post as per 
(fig. 6), 4 screws per post.
Repeat this process around 
entire pool.

Cut gate channel to this length by removing equal 
amounts from both ends and assemble in same fashion as fence in fig. 
4. use 8 #8 screws to secure gate channel to gate frame. Do not fasten 
hardware yet. Using the gate as shown in fig.6, determine placement of 

-right. Dig hole 

tom of hole to bottom of top-rail  

against pool wall. Secure in place 

through top-rail into artificial up-
right. Keeping the post level fill
the remaining hole around post 
with dirt. Verify that the gate

Fasten both gate post holders to upright 
using 4 #12 x 1 Tek screws. Install gate post to

nuts. Repeat to Artificial upright. Important use 
2 gate holders on each side of gate for proper 
support.

Hingge Latch 
Post caps 

Attach the hinges to the gate post, attach gate assem-
ble to gate post. Gate must be flush on top to swing 
freely. Install gravity latch. The gate should always 
open away from pool. Install the fence post caps. 
(using an adhesive will secure caps).
